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In January 1919 a little booklet by Dr. F. Rudolf Uebe entitled Künstlerzeichen (Artist Monograms) was published 
by the Verein Plakat Freunde & Verlag Das Plakat. It illustrated 456 monograms of German and “foreign” ad-
vertising artists. Many of us who collect poster stamps are interested in knowing who designed them, so it was 

thought that at least some of our membership would value having access to this reference. A ‘new and improved’ 
(redesigned) version is here.

Uebe’s opus is not easy to use. Monograms were numbered referring to a list of artists later in the booklet - an 
awkward format we have abandoned. The list was in fraktur font and difficult for a non-German to decipher. 
Hopefully I have succeeded in transcribing it; working from a third generation photocopy added to the chal-

lenge. Corrections sent to me, Nick Follansbee, are welcome.
The monograms are presented in Dr. Uebe’s order (alphabetically by what seems to be the first letter in the 

monogram)–except that his supplement of 59 has been interspersed among the earlier in a way that makes sense. 
There is a 2nd edition (July 1919) which adds 92 monograms, but I have not seen it.

  Artists known to have designed poster stamps are indicated with an asterisk (centered below the indication of 
the artist’s country). You will see that these are outnumbered by those from whom poster stamps are, as of yet, 

unknown.
A small ‘X’ indicates an artist whose career predates the poster stamp era or who is otherwise unlikely to have 

designed any poster stamps.
