A collection without a system does
not deserve to be called a collection!
This was the case with the company
Andreasen & Lachmann when, a year
ago, it issued the first series of adver-
tising stamps, which bear the com-
mon name of Poster Stamps. Precise-
ly to bring order to the confusion, a
new word was used. Only then did it
become possible to bring the collect-
ing business into a system.

First of all, all A. & L. poster
stamps are numbered, as otherwise
any overview of the available materi-
al would be impossible. The number
and the guarantee mark A. & L. are
printed on all A. & L. poster stamps,
except for a few of the oldest, which
do bear the Andreasen & Lachmann
company name.

In the production of the A. &
L. poster stamps, emphasis is then
placed on the artistic and graphic side
of the matter. An advertising stamp
that appears as a poorly

produced label should not be con-
sidered worthy of inclusion in a col-
lector’s stamp collection.

No A. & L. poster stamps will ap-
pear in reprints. Naturally, the cus-
tomer of a poster stamp can issue a
new edition of the same stamp when
the first one has been delivered; this
is then called the 2nd printing; but
when the event - exhibition, etc. -
that gave rise to the issue of a stamp
has passed, it must be considered an
unsavory speculation in the collec-
tor’s interest to issue a new print of
the stamp.

Finally, in the production of the
poster stamps, the form of specula-
tion in the collector’s interest that
consists in printing the same stamp
in many different color combina-
tions has been distanced from the
outset. The collector’s interest will
be at a disadvantage if it has to reck-
on with all these unreasonable vari-
ations. When the colors to be used
for an A. & L. collector’s stamp are,

be obtained at the official price, namely 10
gre per series — but wait until the print run is
sold out, then the price will soon go up! We
also dare predict that it will not be long be-
fore, for example, No. 98, Phenix cleaned
bread, No. 72, the cigarette label “Lady”
(drawn by Gerda Wegener), and No. 87, the
Home Exhibition in Tivoli 1913, become
considerably more expensive.

The strong demand for poster stamps
has led 25 collector’s stamp dealers to
agree to publish a joint price list.

In the “Poster Stamp Exchange Price
List” for August, the majority of A. & L.
poster stamps are listed at 4 gre each. For
certain stamps, the demand has already
been so high that prices have risen sharp-
ly. At the top of the list are poster stamp
No. 38 and 39, Artist Carnival 1913, de-
signed by Bagelund-Jensen and Henrik
Nielsen — these stamps cost 25 ere each.

Poster stamp No. 3, Tivoli’s Georg
Carstensen Stamp, is listed at 10 gre, and
No. 99, Tivoli’s 70th Anniversary, at 6
ore. (Three of these sought-after stamps
were included as attachments to SAML-
ERMARKET No. 1!). No. 43, Herning
Market Town, costs 10 gre, No. 92, Fo-
rum, Tivoli 1913 (designed by Ludvig
Jacobsen), 6 ore; No. 5, ‘Politiken’ 1912
(designed by Rasmus Christiansen), 6
ore; No. 94-96, Copenhagen Export Co.,
5 are each.

Those of our subscribers who wish
to do so can be included in the SAML-
ERMZARKET’S trading lists, which will
henceforth be available in the magazine.
It is sufficient to provide, on a postcard,
your name, address, which stamps you
especially desire, and—for subscribers
who are not yet 18 years old—age.

8 is listed as No. 2, it can only cause con-
fusion. We believe — despite our modesty
— that the cataloging must be reserved for

Instead of a beautiful and
striking emblem, we are given the
empty Common, admittedly with
the ever-present ‘beautiful Tow-
ers’ in the background, but with-
out any hint of animals - the cow’s

how a poster stamp is produced using a
hand press. In reality, a modern company
naturally uses a large lithographic press,
which cannot be moved to an exhibition
like that. However, since we dare assume
that many of our readers would like the
opportunity to follow a poster stamp
through its various stages of development,
Andreasen & Lachmann will arrange a
demonstration for the readers of SAM-
LERMZARKET. We invite you to attend

the meeting at Hestemollestrede 6 on
Sunday the 7th, 16th, or 23rd of Septem-
ber between 9 and 11. As there will only
be room for a limited number of specta-
tors, we must ask you to pick up tickets
on the days from September Ist to 6th.

WHAT THE PRESS THINKS

From »Ekstrabladet« for June 25 we quote
what appeals to us most:

Sometimes during the day I have to ask
myself the question of what a poster stamp is. I
know well that at the moment a poster stamp ep-
idemic is raging here in the city, but I have never
seen such a stamp, and if [ were faced with one,
1 would probably not be able to understand the
frenzy to get hold of it. But there must be some-
thing about these stamps after all, since one can-
not have a moment’s peace from them.

Every ten minutes the door opens, and two
boys or girls come in and ask if they can get post-
er stamps here. Otherwise, they have agreed to
call them psalm cards, which apparently rolls off
their tongues more easily.

-Can we get psalm cards here?

-What is that? I ask.

-It’s something you collect.

-Collect! Don’t you know, you damned
kids, that it is strictly forbidden to collect any kind
of property of whatever nature can be mentioned?
You’ll end up in the workhouse, boys, if you don’t

pull yourselves together. Now go home and study
your homework and don’t come here again, oth-
erwise you’ll be sent to the orphanage.

The boys sneak out the door, but it only
takes a moment before some of them come back
asking for hymn stamps. Yesterday I questioned
a little guy who told me that the hunt for these
crazy stamps is conducted quite systematically.

And the strange
thing is that the old men who manage the nation-
al debt had received the rascal very kindly and
regretted that they could not be of service, and
only in the hallway had the messenger slapped
him with a Flemish, which he asked me to report
in the “Extra Paper” Which I hereby do. The boy
had honestly and fairly earned two.

De paageeldende Mzerker er imid-
lertid Reklamemaerker, beregnede paa
Udlandet, hvorfor de ikke med Rette
kan betegnes som danske Samlermeer-
ker De vil derfor i fremtidige Nummer-
fortegnelser blive erstattet med andre
Meerker

MERKETSs Lesere. Firmaet Andreasen
& Lachmann havde indklaget Dansk
Reproduktionsanstalt for at faa Anstal-
ten kendt uberettiget til at bruge Be-
tegnelsen Samlermerke. Dommen gik
i og for sig Sagsggeren imod, idet
Dansk Reproduktionsanstalt blev fri-
funden for Tiltale, men det blev dog
fastslaaet under Proceduren, at Samler-
merkebevegelsen forst har taget Fart
herhjemme, efter at Andreasen & Lach-
mann har taget denne Specialitet op.
»Selv om Firmaet Andreasen & Lach-
mann har opfundet Ordet Samlermer-
ker«, hedder det i den afsagte Ken-
delse, »kan en saadan forste Brug af
denne ganske almindelige Betegnelse
ikke skabe nogen Eneret til Ordets Be-
nyttelse i Forretningsgjemed saaledes,
at det kan forbydes konkurrerende Fir-
maer at forhandle lignende Maerker un-
der samme Navn.«

Der er naeppe Tvivl om, at Andrea-
sen & Lachmann havde opnaaet den
gnskede Eneret, om Ordet Samler-
meerke havde veret lidt mindre dansk.
Andreasen & Lachmann, der hele Tiden
har veeret i Spidsen for Samlermszrke-
bevegelsen, opgiver imidlertid ikke sine
Bestraebelser for at bringe System i
Samlermetoden paa dette specielle Om-
raade. Firmaets Garantimeerke med
hosfgjet Katalognummer yder Samlerne
de Garantier, vi andetsteds her i Bladet
har dveelet ved.

The Zoological Garden’s poster stamps, all of
which are A. & L. poster stamps (No. 18-27), are
stamps for sale, available for purchase at 10 Qre
per sheet (10 different stamps) at the Zoological
Garden’s postcard kiosk as well as at most book-
stores.

“Politiken” was able to report on June 27
that the entire print run of the newspaper’s beau-
tiful stamp, 50,000 copies, had been distributed,
prompting a new print run with a different design
to be put into production. The stamp, No. 5 in the
A. & L. poster stamp catalog, bears beneath a de-
piction of “Politikernes Hus” on Radhuspladsen
an image of St. George with the dragon. We in-
clude the stamp as an attachment to this issue. The
new stamp, No. 84, is drawn by Ulk Jensen and
depicts a whimsical 2 @re-Man, meant to convey
that “Politikernes small ads cost 2 @re per word.”

Additionally, Politiken has come up with the
excellent idea of organizing some competitions to
determine which A. & L. poster stamp the public
finds most beautiful. Two such competitions will
take place during August.

UDSTILLINGEN

SAMLERMZERKERNE FOR RETTEN

Angaaende Ordet Samlermerke har
So- og Handelsretten nylig afsagt en
Kendelse af Interesse for SAMLER-

Andreasen & Lachmanns store Udstil-
ling af udenlandske Samlermerker fin-
der forst Sted efter Udsendelsen af
SAMLERMARKETs  Septembernum-
mer Det skulde glede os, om danske
Samlere maatte gnske at udstille deres
Samling. Meddelelsedesangaaendebedes
tilstillet vort Kontor snarest muligt.

In the catalog numbers we provided in our
previous issue, Carlsberg Breweries are listed as
numbers 11 and 74-75. However, the stamps in
question are advertising stamps intended for for-
eign countries, and therefore cannot properly be
considered Danish poster stamps. They will con-
sequently be replaced with other stamps in future
indexes.

MZRKET’s readers. The company Andreasen
& Lachmann had lodged a complaint against
Dansk Reproduktionsanstalt to have the busi-
ness declared unauthorized to use the term post-
er stamp. The verdict, in a sense, went against
the plaintiff, as Dansk Reproduktionsanstalt
was acquitted of the charge, but it was neverthe-
less established during the proceedings that the
poster stamp movement had only gained mo-
mentum in Denmark after Andreasen & Lach-
mann had taken up this specialty. “Even though
the company Andreasen & Lachmann invented
the term poster stamps,” the ruling states, “such
a first use of this entirely common term cannot
create any exclusive right to use the word in a
business context so as to prohibit competing
companies from selling similar stamps under
the same name.”

There is hardly any doubt that Andreasen
& Lachmann would have achieved the desired
exclusive right if the word [samlermcerke] had
been slightly less Danish. Andreasen & Lach-
mann, who have been leading the poster stamp
movement all along, do not, however, abandon
their efforts to bring a system to the collecting
method in this particular area. The company’s
guarantee mark with the attached catalog num-
ber gives collectors the guarantees that we have
dwelled upon elsewhere in this magazine.
