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SAMLERMÆRKET’S EXPANSION
EVERY TWO WEEKS FROM OCTOBER FIRST

   Our expectations have been far exceeded. When we released the first issue of SAMLERMÆR-
KET, we thought it could only attract a limited circle of friends – and then subscribers stormed 
our office! Our many friends are also anything but indifferent; they find that a month between 
issues is too long a wait. At the same time, the production of poster stamps has exceeded ex-
pectations – almost every day new stamps are released – and we will not be able to keep our 
promise of providing our subscribers with all the genuine A. & L. poster stamps (that are not 
sales stamps) if we continue with the same format for the magazine as before.

   Due to these circumstances, we have decided to expand SAMLERMÆRKET. The magazine 
will in the future be published twice a month, on the 1st and the 16th. Each issue will, as be-
fore, include a page of genuine A. & L. stamps. The price will be – delivered free – 1 Krone per 
quarter, 2 Kroner per half-year. Individual issues can be purchased for 25 Øre at bookstores, 
stationery stores, and kiosks.

   Postal subscriptions will no longer be possible in the future, as the postal service considers 
each pasted stamp as an attachment for which 1 Øre postage must be paid. It would therefore 
be much cheaper to send the booklets in an envelope.

   Old and new subscribers who pay the subscription fee for the October quarter – 1 Krone – at 
our office from September 21 to October 1, or send the amount by money order or in stamps, 
will receive an extra 10 different A. & L. poster stamps as a bonus. Our other 
subscribers will receive their invoice together with the issue for October 1.

   Subscribers who wish to pick up the magazine themselves in the future, thereby receiving it 
3 days before the date on the issue, must make a note of this when placing the order.



THE EXHIBITION I AM ALSO A COLLECTOR

   Andreasen & Lachmann’s an-
nounced International Exhibition of 
Poster Stamps will take place during 
Danish Week (September 21–28) at 
‘Centrum’, Vestergade 10. The pur-
pose of the exhibition is to show that 
Danish work can hold its own along-
side foreign products, even in the 
specialized field of the poster stamp 
industry. Among the thousands of for-
eign stamps filling the exhibition hall, 
one will find magnificent items that 
are certainly worth collecting. But if 
one then compares them with the au-
thentic A. & L. poster stamps in the 
exhibition window, one will surely 
admit that here in Denmark, we have 
made impressive progress in a surpris-
ingly short time. We believe that this 
direct comparison between Danish and 
foreign work, especially during Dan-
ish Week, will be educational.  
   The exhibition, which is open all day, 
offers our subscribers free admission. 
Samlermærket for October 1 will ap-
pear as a special exhibition issue.

Exhibition Prizes  
   
   At A. & L.’s International Poster Stamp 
Exhibition, a Danish standard collection 
will be on display. However, to encour-
age young collectors, the company would 
like to exhibit some individual good col-
lections created by children. We there-
fore encourage our young readers to send 
in their collections as soon as possible, 
clearly marked with name, age, and ad-
dress, to our office. One prize of 10 Kr. 
will be awarded, 3 prizes of 5 Kr., 5 de-
luxe albums for poster stamps, and up to 
20 diplomas.

   As a rule, it is usually by chance that 
one comes into possession of their first 
poster stamps; they may have been 
included inside some package one re-
ceived or affixed to a letter; perhaps 
it is at a stamp exhibition or while 
browsing through a friend’s collection 
that the desire to start a collection of 
these beautiful stamps is awakened - 
but once it is awakened, it will develop 
for most into a true passion, a healthy 
and good passion, which in many cases 
surpasses that of stamp collectors, coin 
collectors, book collectors, and antique 
collectors.
   By collecting from friends and ac-
quaintances, by exchanging duplicates 
and subscribing to Samlermærket, by 
direct contact with the companies and 
institutions that issue poster stamps, as 
well as by purchasing from stamp deal-
ers at home and abroad, the collection 
will quickly assume considerable pro-
portions.
   The beginning collector will benefit 
from collecting in a general way and 
organizing the collection according to 
specialty: exhibition stamps, advertis-
ing stamps, culturally and historically 
significant stamps, propaganda stamps, 
charity stamps, city stamps, anniver-
sary stamps, and so on. One can also 
build a collection from an artistic per-
spective, which we especially find rec-
ommendable.
   The fact is that it is primarily the 
artistic execution of the poster stamp 
combined with its ideological content 
and purpose that determines its value 
in trade and use, and not solely the 
stamp’s rarity, as is the case in the field 
of postage stamps.



PLEASE NOTE

Our Poster Stamps
   We have been criticized for placing our 
poster stamps mounted in such a way that 
they can only be removed with difficulty. We 
have had to acknowledge the correctness of 
this complaint and have therefore placed the 
mounts so that they can be easily removed.
   Mounted poster stamps can otherwise be 
removed fairly easily if they have been ex-
posed to steam from a kettle for a short time. 
However, the text on the back of the stamps 
will disappear with the gum.

A. & L.’s Annual Catalogue
   As the preparation of the illustrated poster 
stamp catalogue, which we have announced 
for publication, is progressing well, we would 
like to draw attention to the fact that compa-
nies intending to have a poster stamp pro-
duced should not delay too long in notifying 
our office accordingly, as it may otherwise 
easily become impossible to include the rele-
vant stamp in this year’s main listing.

Storage of the Collection
   A large poster stamp album will be pub-
lished during the autumn. Bound in a luxury 
cover, it  will cost 1 Kr.
   A compact A. & L. poster stamp album has 
been published and is available in all book-
stores for 50 Øre. We recommend our read-
ers purchase one and insert the stamps using 
hinges, which are available from all stamp 
dealers (about 25 Øre per thousand). The col-
lection can then be reorganized as often as 
required, and the stamps can easily be moved 
from one album to another.

SALE OF
A. & L.-POSTER STAMPS

   In the future, genuine A. & L. poster stamps 
will be available for purchase at all bookstores 
and stationery stores. The stamps are sold in 
transparent envelopes, and they are arranged 
in a kind of ‘plate row’ so that they can all

be seen; consequently, one does not buy 
blindly. The price for an envelope with 10 
different stamps is 25 øre, for 25 stamps 
50 øre. The wholesale dealer is Erslev 
& Hasselbalch, international bookstore, 
Købmagergade 26.

IT IS ASKED -

  In this column, we are pleased to answer 
inquiries from our readers - provided that 
the question falls within the scope of the 
magazine.  

Subscriber Otto Petersen, Bartholinsgade 7 St.  
  In our view, there is only one Herning stamp. There 
are indeed a total of 22 variations, as part of the print 
run bears different company names, but we warn col-
lectors against placing importance on such secondary 
circumstances.  

Miss A. O., Løngangsstræde  
  It is not permitted to affix a collector’s stamp to post-
cards, but the postal service generally overlooks it when 
it happens. We have tried sending 40 cards with a col-
lector’s stamp on the left half of the card’s front, and in 
no case was postage due collected. If one does not wish 
to pay postage as for a letter, one should cross out the 
word Postcard and instead write Printed Matter. One 
may, of course, then not write anything on the card ex-
cept phrases “exclusively intended to express congrat-
ulations or greetings” — but that does not leave much 
more space beside the collector’s stamp, and one saves 
1 øre in postage.

OUR EXCHANGE LISTS

   Subscribers who wish to do so can be in-
cluded in the Samlermærket’s exchange 
lists, which will henceforth be available in 
the magazine. It is sufficient to provide a 
postcard with your name, address, which 
stamps are particularly wanted, and — for 
subscribers who are under 18 years old — 
age. 
   However, we would like to point out that 
the editorial staff does not assume responsi-
bility for exchanges.
