Nothing is more certain than that the Copenhagen stamp by Thor Bøgelund-Jensen, 
which won first prize in Politiken’s competition, will be in great demand by collectors. 
Created by a purposeful young artist with some of our most knowledgeable art connois-
seurs as sponsors, this poster stamp, under the care of Politiken, the Tourist Association 
— which under Prof. Karl Larsen’s leadership has been awakened to new achievements 
— and Andreasen & Lachmann, will undoubtedly have a very bright future.
      That Bøgelund-Jensen’s draft would be preferred among 303 entries will not sur-
prise our readers. They will know that he has designed several of the most sought-after 
A. & L. poster stamps, such as No. 38, the imaginative Artist Carnival stamp, No. 182, 
the evocative Helsingør stamp, and No. 200, Andreasen & Lachmann’s magnificent 
exhibition stamp.
     We can fully endorse the judges’ apt reasoning for awarding the prize: “Awarded for 
its decorative, painterly treatment of distinctly Copenhagen motifs, brought together into 
a typical whole with a distinctive character as a poster stamp.” Moreover, the same artist 
has a number of other designs at the exhibition, easily recognizable by his painting style, 
and we are hardly mistaken in thinking that several of them were close to winning a prize.
      The production of the stamp places great demands on the lithographic art establish-
ment, as no fewer than twelve colors are required, but since the Copenhagen stamp will 
be a “genuine A. & L. poster stamp,” the graphic aspect of the matter is in the best hands.

   In this column, we are pleased to answer 
inquiries from our readers - but only insofar 
as the question falls within the scope of the 
magazine.

The Universal Format
   Several readers have asked us what it means that 
Samlermærket appears in ‘Universal Format IX’.
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   The “universal formats” refer to a series of formats, 
all distinguished by: 1) being geometrically similar; 
2) each number is obtained by halving the one with 
the next higher number; 3) 1 centimeter is the small-
est unit. The following formats are the only ones that 
have these properties:

This frame has Universal Format VI, 5,66 x 8 ctm.

   The idea is the draft of the German Nobel lau-
reate Wilhelm Ostwald, who has made 100,000 
Marks of his Nobel Prize available to ‘Die Brücke,’ 
an institution based in Munich that seeks in many 
ways to facilitate cooperation among all the coun-
try’s scientists. We cannot go into the organiza-
tion’s far-reaching plans here, but one of the aims

to make the production of printed materials cheaper 
by using a limited number of formats. In the future, 
printing presses will be able to be simplified, as they 
will no longer need to be adjustable to arbitrary for-
mats; no paper will be wasted during trimming, in 
short: a lot of unnecessary work will be saved. At 
the same time, the organization of public and private 
libraries is greatly facilitated. It is this modern idea 
that we have, with all modesty, endorsed by choos-
ing the format of the publication.

   The ink roller labels (No. 100) exist in so many 
variations that it is not possible to include more 
than a single one as an appendix to Samlermærket, 
which we have already done. In Number 2, we ex-
plained how the different variations emerged at the 
Industrial Association exhibition, where the printer, 
for illustrative purposes, used different colors. We 
recommend our readers be satisfied with the copy of 
No. 100 that comes with the magazine.

   A. & L. poster stamps ‘without numbers’ do not 
exist. We are aware that some companies that had 
labels and seal stamps produced by Andreasen & 
Lachmann have attempted to market these as ‘gen-
uine A. & L. poster stamps,’ taking advantage of the 
printer’s name being printed on the label, but these 
labels fall completely outside the ‘system’ and will 
not be recognized here in the magazine.

Carl Ch. Olsen, Rigshospitalet, writes:

   In the main principles of ‘Samlermærket’ it 
states: ‘All genuine A. & L. poster stamps bear our 
guarantee mark and our catalog number on the back.’
   But I have several A. & L. poster stamps that lack 
the above; they are completely blank. I received the 
stamps with ‘Samlermærket.’
   Are these then not genuine? Or how should the 
above be understood?

   We must admit that some of the oldest genuine 
A. & L. poster stamps lack the guarantee mark and 
number on the back because they were issued before 
the above rule was included in the ‘system.’ If the 
stamp is listed in our number catalog and addition-
ally bears the Andreasen & Lachmann company 
name, it is still genuine. All genuine A. & L. poster 
stamps will be provided with a guarantee mark in 
the future. Furthermore, we would like to point out 
that the text on the back disappears when the gum 
comes off.

THE PRESS ON THE EXHIBITION

Ekstrabladet, September 28.

   The Poster Stamp Exhibition, which An-
dreasen & Lachmann, the prophets of stamp 
collecting here at home, have opened in the 
Centrum on Vestergade, has immediately be-
come the center for all Copenhagen boys who 
collect stamps.  
   Throughout the day, the room is filled with 
young people discussing the rarity of the 
stamps, but meanwhile, women have now also 
begun collecting. An interested guest at the ex-
hibition is thus a state councilor’s wife from 
Odense, who owns one of the country’s finest 
collections.  
   Moreover, at the exhibition, one can not only 
familiarize oneself with Danish and foreign 
stamps through Andreasen & Lachmann’s 
own collection, but several collectors have 
also sent in their well-organized collections for 
evaluation.  
   One can have any opinion about the poster 
stamp-collecting craze, but it cannot be denied 
that among these small advertising stamps there 
are excellently beautiful, artistic ideas executed 
in a clever and elegant manner. A Munich art-
ist like Hohlwein is a true master in this small 
field. A collection of his stamps can be found 
at the exhibition under the well-deserved cate-
gory: ideal poster stamps. Furthermore, several 
of the Danish stamps have been designed by 
Valdemar Andersen, Axel Nygaard, Thor Bøge-
lund-Jensen, and H. Andreasen, which also de-
serve to fall under the same category! But there 
are also some terrible advertising smears that 
scream of bad taste and ugliness. Examples of 
these can also be seen at the exhibition.  
   The greed with which the youth dive into post-
er stamp collecting, the exhibition has clearly 
demonstrated. To obtain a coveted stamp, the 
boys naturally do not hesitate to commit hid-
eous thefts. Although the stamps are securely 
placed under glass, and despite the strong su-
pervision in the room throughout the day, the 
stamps disappear. The cunning boys create

a diversion at one end of the room, while 
thefts are taking place at the other end. Mr. 
Andreasen has lost several of his rare, foreign 
stamps due to the boys’ petty thievery. It was at 
this exhibition that it was noted even two large, 
very strong inspectors could do nothing against 
a clever boy who is hunting for a poster stamp.

   The Poster Stamp Exhibition organized by 
the firm Andreasen & Lachmann at »Cen-
trum«, Vestergade No. 10 A, is being visited 
by a highly interested youth. The mania has 
now grown so strong that the Poster Stamp 
Collectors’ Union’s publication will be issued 
twice a month in the future.  
   Several thousand international stamps are 
reportedly on display, and the Danish firm is 
also presenting its own standard collection. 
One must admit that much ingenuity is applied 
to the design and manufacture of these stamps 
both abroad and at home.  
   For a prize box, several collections have 
been submitted by children, who have partly 
taken great care to organize their stamps 
according to various specialties. The honorary 
prize has been awarded to Tage Guldberg 
Jensen. His schoolmates are currently flocking 
in large numbers to Vestergade, where the 
prize-winning collection is displayed along 
with other awarded collections.  
   This is the first Danish Poster Stamp Exhibi-
tion. It is quite varied.

Hovedstaden, Sept. 24:  
   Thus, it has now reached the point with 
the poster stamp industry here at home, too, 
that the first large exhibition has been able to 
open. The lithographic company Andreasen 
& Lachmann has temporarily rented a huge 
shop space at Vestergade 10 and transformed 
it into a rich and well-organized poster stamp 
collection.  
   Older visitors will mostly enjoy a delicate 
small collection of sketches by the artist Bøge-
lund-Jensen.
