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BERLINGSKE TIDENDE ONCE AGAIN
   Our readers must forgive us for once 
again dealing with the collector’s stamp 
magazine called Berlingske Tidende’s 
Sunday edition, but it is our duty to 
point out how harmful our esteemed 
colleague’s advertisement speculation 
in the poster stamp movement is.  
   When we advise all reasonable col-
lectors not to give B. T. attention, it is 
primarily because the magazine attach-
es the name ‘Poster Stamp’ to a lot of 
nonsense that in no way deserves this 
honorable name. It is and must be the 
fundamental consideration for us col-
lectors that a poster stamp must have ar-
tistic value if there is to be any meaning 
in this ‘frenzy’; but it does not occur to 
Berl. Tid. to apply an artistic standard. 
Should the magazine refuse an adver-
tisement for such a foolish reason?

No, anyone can have their stamp ‘regis-
tered’, no matter how poor it is in artistic 
terms. The stamp is depicted in albums, and 
children, tempted by the prizes on offer, are 
lured into collecting stamps that in them-
selves have no value. A number of coupons 
with different issues could serve the same 
purpose. 
   It is this taste-corrupting activity that we 
want to put an end to. Anyone who holds 
the idea of the poster stamp movement in es-
teem must be outraged at the way in which 
that respected magazine ridicules common 
sense. 
   The magazine talks about its registration 
protocol, and readers involuntarily think that 
this is about an official registration in taste, 
like the state’s trademark protection, which 
was previously announced in a similar man-
ner in the Berl. Tid. — but this is of course a

misconception. It has probably never oc-
curred to the editors of the Newspaper that 
the expression could be misunderstood 
so seriously! Anyone must be able to tell 
themselves that this is only a form of ad-
vertising. A quick glance at the registra-
tion descriptions will at any rate deprive 
them of the last semblance of reliability. 
Here they talk casually about skiers in the 
mountains of Norway, where the stamp 
depicts a snow shoveler in Istedgade! Ber-
nstorff Castle is called Frederiksberg! etc. 
And something as minor as mentioning 
the name of the artist who designed the 
stamp is naturally out of the question. — 
It really isn’t art that is being registered 
in Berl. Tid. - let’s just not fool ourselves.
   Berl. Tid. itself is obviously of this opin-
ion, which is not very flattering to collec-
tors.

AARHUS EXHIBITION’S
STAMP

Since we announced in the last issue that 
we would be bringing Valdemar An-
dersen’s beautiful exhibition stamp as 
an appendix to this issue, we have once 
again had to hear reproaches from sev-
eral quarters that we are bringing any-
thing other than genuine A. & L. poster 
stamps. This has astonished us, but since 
we do not wish to arouse our readers’ 
displeasure just as we believe we are 
giving them particular pleasure, we shall 
henceforth restrict ourselves exclusively 
to genuine A. & L. poster stamps. Those 
of our readers who appreciate the Aar-
hus stamp can either collect it together 
with the issue for the first of January or 
send us an open envelope, inside which 
there is another envelope with the sub-
scriber’s name and address, both en-
velopes stamped as printed matter (2

øre on the inner, 4 øre on the outer). The 
subscription receipt number must be stat-
ed on the back of the outer envelope.

   We thank you for your kind words about the A. 
& L. poster stamps. Unfortunately, we do not see 
ourselves able to comply with your suggestion to 
publish entire series at once as attachments; we 
cannot do this because the companies that issued 
the series are usually interested in ensuring they are 
not distributed as a whole. Furthermore, it seems to 
us that the enjoyment of collecting decreases when 
one receives the stamps too orderly by number and 
series. If you object that it looks best in a large al-
bum when the stamps that belong together are not 
scattered throughout the album, we must say that it 
is not difficult to leave space open for the remaining 
stamps of an A. & L. series, as it appears from our 
numbered list how many numbers each series com-
prises. When our illustrated catalog is published in 
the New Year, the last difficulty in this regard will 
disappear, as the size and shape of the stamps will 
be shown in the pictures.
   We will, however, strive to complete ongoing 
series within a reasonable timeframe, and as far 
as possible, we will arrange the individual series 
stamps in numerical order.

   We will make every effort to provide addresses for 
all companies in our future catalog of A. & L. poster 
stamps, as well as in the large illustrated catalog. 
However, they can all easily be found in a telephone 
directory or guidebook.
   We will also, as you suggested, mark all fundrais-
ing stamps in the catalogs. Some of these we will 
be able to provide as appendices over time, but we 
cannot promise all of them.
   Finally, you write: “How is it possible that some 
merchants who have A. & L. stamps, which they 
even display in the window, respond with ‘We don’t 
have any collector’s stamps,’ even when asked po-
litely?”
   We don’t know which company you are referring 
to, and therefore cannot answer the question.

   Our readers will have noticed that the 
signature under the Library of Denmark 
stamp we published in the last issue was 
erroneous. The stamp affixed was number 
186 (not 187)—the “September Series”

The Young Right
has issued a poster stamp with a guarantee that 
the print run is only 5000 copies. The stamp is 
therefore very rare, the Association advertises. 
We have previously distanced ourselves from 
this speculation in the interest of collectors, 
but we must repeat our reasons: It is not the 
stamp senders, but us collectors, who must de-
termine the price of a stamp, and we do not 
want to deal with stamps printed in such small 
quantities that we cannot all get a copy. It is in 
the first place the artistic value of the poster 
stamp and only in the very last place its circu-
lation that should determine its value among 
us collectors.

   Andreasen & Lachmann informs that post-
er stamps nos. 279 and 280, Afholdsdagbladet, 
have had Nos. 179 and 180 printed on the back 
by a regrettable misprint.

   The next issue of “Samlermærket” - the 
first of the new year - will be available for 
pick-up on Saturday, January 3. Remember to 
renew your subscription!

Morsø Avis  December 3:  
   In Copenhagen, there is currently a true post-
er stamp craze. In front of the stamp shops 
stand crowds of schoolchildren, who look with 
envy at the many colorful stamps displayed in 
the windows. During school hours, stamps are 
bartered and exchanged – the teachers are al-
most powerless in the face of the collectors.  
   But the interest has spread to increasingly larger 
circles of adults, who collect just as eagerly, only 
somewhat more rationally than the youngsters.  
   And the poster stamp collecting idea is also 
an expression of the times, which has its own 
interest. Admittedly, the hundreds of stamps, 
more or less tasteful, that are issued by almost 
every larger company are of no significance, but

it is generally not those that the more mature 
and experienced collectors engage with. They 
are quite different stamps, those that combine 
artistic design with some kind of idea.  
   The oldest of this type of stamps were the 
Christmas seals, the Defense of the Father-
land stamp, and a number of other propaganda 
stamps. They are issued in unlimited quantities; 
they are not merely the expression of a busi-
nessman’s cleverness, there is more behind 
them.  
   The most beautiful of the recent ‘association 
poster stamps’ is perhaps the ‘Danish Tourist 
Association’ stamp, which bears a picture of the 
characteristic part of Copenhagen’s old harbor 
with the old crane over at the naval shipyard.
